AIRLINES PNG TO HOST ATR 72-500 VISIT 
On 15 March Airlines PNG will host European regional aircraft manufacturer ATR for a two day visit as it demonstrates the new generation ATR 72-500 aircraft to Airlines PNG and a number of the company’s resource industry clients.

The ATR visit will initially involve a demonstration flight followed by an inspection of the aircraft by local dignitaries in Port Moresby.  
This will be followed by additional demonstration flights for various clients as the aircraft visits other airfields throughout Papua New Guinea.

Airlines PNG is currently in negotiations to secure ATR 72-500 capacity for its charter routes.  These negotiations remain to be finalised and are also subject to regulatory approval.  Airlines PNG will further update the market on these matters as they develop.
The ATR 72-500 is the stretched version of the latest generation ATR aircraft family with capacity for up to 74 passengers, though configuration changes are possible in order to meet the specific requirements of the company’s clients.  The ATR family is known for its versatility and capability to operate even in difficult environments and from short airfields making it an ideal choice for operating conditions in Papua New Guinea. 
ATR is currently the most widespread regional aircraft family with more aircraft in service with more operators than any competitor.
Airlines PNG regards the ATR 72-500 as an exciting prospect for the aviation market in Papua New Guinea and, with its new technology and on-board comfort, can only serve to enhance the company’s product offering to corporate charter clients and the travelling public.
